The Clarkson University School of Business offers students a dynamic education and hands-on
experience in preparation for the working world. All students develop a solid background in marketing,
operations management, human resources, and accounting. Technology, problem-solving, and
communication skills are infused into all four years of the business program. Elective courses in a
variety of cutting-edge topics are combined to provide four integrated majors, several of which have
options for concentrations in a specific area:

Global Supply Chain Management

develop, and test aircraft, spacecraft, and ground vehicles, creating new technologies for uses
that range from lightweight space structures to guidance, flight control, and propulsion systems
for all types of flight vehicles. They can specialize in areas such as composite materials,
simulation, experimental testing, or production and manufacturing methods. Career options
include airframe design, wind-tunnel testing, engine design and testing, space science
experiments, and flight testing of new vehicles, to the design of airliner cabin comfort systems.
